PAC meeting minutes

Melissa Lucero welcomed everyone and opened the meeting in prayer.  Kelly Yergenson gave the devotional.  The minutes of the September 4, 2009 meeting were approved.

Mr. Fell reported enrollment is at 155 students.  He is in awe of God's blessings to CWCS with an increased enrollment despite the economy. He has spoken with many Christian schools that are closing their doors due to low enrollment.  Volunteers are needed in the following areas:  art classes, lunch/playground duty and dismissal duty.  He thanked the PAC for his "30th" birthday gift card to Sonic.  He also wanted to express his appreciation for all the PAC does for the school.

Julie Potts and Darcy Peterson have been recognizing the teachers' birthdays with birthday candy bags thus far in the school year.  The teacher conference luncheon will be on Tuesday, November 3.  Julie asked for volunteers to bring food items.  A sign up list was passed around.  We will be doing a baked potato bar with baked potatoes, various toppings, salad and chili.  Food items will need to be brought to the school cafeteria by 11:00 a.m. on Tuesday, November 3.  Julie is in need of volunteers to help set up, serve and clean up.

We will have an update on hot lunch and prayer team at the next meeting as Holly Smith was unable to attend tonight's meeting.  Please keep her in your prayers as she prepares for another knee surgery.

Erin Berge and Lenni Jo Copeland gave reports on the art program this year.  Lenni Jo is the art teacher.  She reports the classes are going very well and she is getting back into the groove of being in the classroom again.  She is in definite need of parent volunteers to help with each grade, especially the younger students.  There is no requirement of having an art background to volunteer.  If anyone is interested in helping, please contact Lenni Jo or inquire in the office about the class schedules.  The students are doing art classes twice a month, rotating every other week, Monday through Wednesday.  Discussion on having an Art Gala was tabled for later in the school year.  We will be displaying artwork in the school hallways. 

The Flapjack Fundraiser at Applebee’s is scheduled for Saturday, November 14 from 8:00-10:00 a.m.  Pancakes, sausage, coffee and juice will be served.  Tickets are currently on sale in the school office for $7.00 per person.  This is a great fundraiser for the PAC.  For each ticket sold, CWCS PAC receives $5.00.  A silent auction of class themed baskets will be auctioned during the flapjack breakfast.  Each class has chosen a theme and each family has been asked to donate a specific item for their class basket.  Darcy Peterson is heading up the baskets and silent auction.  All items for the baskets are due by Friday, October 30.  We will be assembling the baskets a few weeks prior to the auction. Melissa Lucero is in need of student volunteers, third grade and up, to serve beverages, clean tables and to seat people during the fundraiser. The PAC will have a ticket sales table outside the school on November 5 and 6 from 2:45-3:30 p.m.  A sign up sheet was passed around for volunteers for the ticket sales table.  A final count for the breakfast is due on November 9.

Co-Presidents Erin Berge and Melissa Lucero reviewed PAC donation guidelines.  Last school year there was confusion within the school as to who is eligible to receive money donations from the PAC fund.  Erin and Melissa wanted to clarify eligibility and suggested writing up an addendum to the PAC bylaws.  The guidelines are as follows:  1) a written request must be turned into the PAC a month prior to the need,  2) money should benefit the students school wide, 3) field trips are not eligible for PAC donations and 4) the written request will be voted on by the PAC at the next scheduled meeting.

A request by the Library Committee has been turned in.  The library is in need of new books.  A suggestion of $500.00 to be donated was made.  A vote was taken and it was approved to give $500.00 to the library committee.  Miss Farrier and Mrs. Hogan have each requested Art History and Music History books to be purchased for the library.  The library committee will look into any other teacher requests.

Kelly Yergenson gave the monthly financial report.  A receipt for $174.42 was presented from the art department for supplies.

Under New Business, there was discussion about doing a Parents Night Out in December.  It would be an evening sponsored by the PAC, where CWCS parents could bring their school aged children for 2-2 1/2 hours for fun Christmas themed activities and movies so the parents could have a night out.  Friday, December 11 was proposed for the Parent Night Out.  Further discussion will be held at our next meeting.
